David McConnell says he didn’t
dream of becoming a drug dealer. '
After all, he graduated from the
collegiate high school at Miami- Dade
College and nearly completed his
business degree s an honors student at
Florida International University.

But a lifetime of feeling like a misfit
.with psychological issues drove him to
drugs, eventually turning McConnell into
one of South Florida’s biggest smugglers
of the club drug Molly, all of it ordered
from China - an illicit narcotics pipeline
spotlighted by the Miami Herald in a
recent three-part series.

-On Monday, McConnell’s defense
attomey hoped to persuade a federal judge
to give him less than 13 years in prison for
‘importing 30 kilos of the synthetic drug
methylone via the Internet and U.S: mail-
delivery services. He also was conwcted
-of a firearms possession offense.

Federal prosecutors-are on board with -
that pumshment but U S. Dlstllct kJudge -

up to 20 years in prison.

Petruzzi  described  McConnell’s
upbringing in suburban Miami-Dade
as “certainly anything but normal” Hi
parents divorced but continued to &
together, while the ex-wife started dating
a man who moved into the family home.
That man infroduced McConnell to
drugs, leading to his use of marijuana as
a teen and then a “litany” of other drug~s,
including cocaine, ecstasy, methyloﬁe
and crystal meth.

McConnell’s desire to fit in with
others ultimately led him to start sellinlg
methylone,” according to the memo.
“Unfortunately, [he] knew exactly wha\t
he was doing, and, like everything else in
his life that he had ever put his mind to,hé
became good at it.”
